Game 1 – FINAL SCORE – San Joaquin Delta 21, Glendale 9

BAKERSFIELD -- The San Joaquin Delta College Mustangs took advantage of eight errors and some sketchy pitching and cruised to a 21-9 win over the Glendale College Vaqueros in Game 1 of the 2011 California Community College Athletic Association Baseball State Championships, held at Bakersfield College’s Gary Collis Field.

With the win, the Mustangs (32-11) will advance to the winner’s bracket semifinals on Saturday and will play the winner of tonight’s Santa Ana/Ohlone matchup, beginning at 2 p.m.. The loss sends the Vaqueros (28-15) into the loser’s bracket for a 10 a.m. matchup between the loser of tonight’s Dons-Renegades contest.

The entire 3-hour, 50-minute game was controlled by the No. 1 seed out of the north as Delta jumped out to a 7-0 lead and never looked back.

Delta starter Jake Cose picked up the win and improved his record to 4-1. The sophomore righty allowed four runs (three earned) on four hits over 5 1/3 innings, walking four and striking out three.

Sophomore catcher Erik Kozel led the offense for the Mustangs, going 4-for-6 with two doubles, two runs scored and four RBI. Stephen Patterson added three hits, three runs and two RBI, while Jeff McKenzie added two hits, two runs and two RBI.

For the Vaqueros, they were their own worst enemy as they allowed eight unearned runs with 16 hits, five walks and three hit batsmen.

The early defensive trouble was too much for Glendale starter Nick Woodward (7-3) to overcome as he took the loss, allowing seven runs (one earned) over 3 2/3 innings.

Offensively, the Vaqueros were led by Ellis Whitman, who went 2-for-5 with a two-run home run and three RBI and Sean Spear, who added a two-run HR of his own. 

The 30-run performance by both schools set the tournament’s all-time total, cracking the previously-high mark of 29 (five different times). The 21 runs scored is the fourth-most in State Final Four history, six short of the all-time mark, set by Riverside (27) in 2000 against Fresno City College.
