	Intent (Briefly state how the proposal will improve/benefit the current regulation):

	To provide football playing student athletes with the opportunity to engage in live padded contact should the season not be played due to Covid.


	Rationale (Briefly state why the change is needed):

	For reasons unrelated to the COVID-19, football stands among the minority of CCCAA sports without bylaw permission for non-traditional season (NTS) activity.  This proposal would permit, for one year only, an NTS padded-practice allowance for spring 2021.  The proposal mirrors NCAA guidelines that provide “spring football” padded/contact practicing, including intra-squad scrimmaging.  It is designed to preserve the equity of incoming, remaining, and transfer football athletes should they be denied opportunities for intercollegiate competition. Football athletes stand to lose traction from 21 months since their last contact practice. Engagement with football for the majority serves as the foundation for academic matriculation and the potential for scholarships/transfer.  Without safe, supervised conditioning-for-contact instruction, football athletes risk injury.  Without game-standard video file footage, their opportunities for scholarship and transfer are jeopardized, especially in light of the limited roster spots in NCAA institutions due to eligibility relief. Without the structure from their athletic participation, they risk drifting off-course from academic discipline If intercollegiate competition does not occur in spring, 2021, padded spring ball with intra-squad scrimmages can restore a portion of the losses that CCCAA football student-athlete would be certain to suffer.  The padded spring ball schedule follows without deviation what NCAA permits.  It allows for a six-eight week of conditioning-for-contact and could flex start/end date to conform to the academic profile of the member institutions, allowing for regional difference in weather conditions and academic calendar.  Even if intercollegiate competition is permitted in spring, 2021, this proposal would provide athletics engagement for opt-out schools. It goes without saying that all requisite COVID testing would operate within state, county, and individual institution guidelines, and that coaches will work with their athletic trainers and Athletic Director’s to devise appropriate conditioning-for-contact activities prior to any period of contact padded practice, specifically to preserve the health and safety of our students as well as ensure there are no conflicts with spring sports competition. The NCAA recruiting window for football is scheduled for April 15-May 31 and would additionally provide opportunities for our students to be evaluated and recruited under “live” situations.
