But after the Rams Jose Hilla defeated Muster, 6-4, 6-2, Ventura went on to win four straight set victories to close out singles play. The individual singles and doubles championship gets underway Friday morning.

 

Ranked #4 in Southern California, the Griffins defeated top-ranked Orange Coast College in the Southern California finals to advance to the state championships and face Northern California's top-rated Gladiators (19-2).

 

In the match, Grossmont (18-1) pulled off several upsets to come away with the win.
